Because a variety of working conditions exist in the welding field, a
person generally should be in good physical condition and able to stand,
stoop, kneel and bend without difficulty and be able to lift and carry at
least 50 pounds. Good eyesight, especially depth perception, is necessary
for a welder.

By the second week of the term, students will need to purchase the
proper PPE (personal protective equipment) required for the term.
Required PPE includes: Welding hood, leathers or welding jacket, gauntlet
gloves, safety glasses (clear and shade 5), and leather boots (steel toe is
preferred).

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Students must complete a minimum of 12 credit hours with a cumulative
Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.0 or better. All courses must be
completed with a grade of ‘C’ or better. One course must be completed at
Southwestern before the Career Pathway Certificate of Completion: Pipe
Fitting is awarded.
