The Career Pathway Certificate of Completion: Digital Image Foundations 
is designed to successfully prepare students for careers in the expanding 
fields of digital design and media productions through an integrated 
curriculum exposing students to design principles and technical 
strategies. The certificate provides foundational knowledge and skills 
that can qualify students for entry-level employment in digital graphics 
with organizations offering on-the-job training or qualify students for 
advancement within their current employment.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
Students must complete a minimum of 12 credit hours with a cumulative 
Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.0 or better. All courses must be 
completed with a grade of ‘C’ or better. Six (6) credits must be completed 
at Southwestern before the Career Pathway Certificate of Completion is 
awarded.

Complete the graduation application process one term prior to the term 
of completion (e.g., spring term graduates must apply during winter 
term).
