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The Less Than One Year Certificate of Completion Geographic
Information Science (GIS) can be completed in one year and will give
students the basic knowledge and skills to be employed in an entry level
position in the GIS field. GIS is applicable to an array of careers, including
forestry, natural resources, planning, real estate, and more!

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Students must complete a minimum of 36 credit hours with a cumulative
Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.0 or better. All courses must be
completed with a grade ‘C’ or better. Twelve (12) credits must be
completed at Southwestern before the Certificate of Completion is
awarded.

Complete the graduation application process one term prior to the term
of completion (e.g., spring term graduates must apply during winter
term).
